INTERPRETATION OF SCORE CARD

Form: A rose with good form should be gracefully shaped
and symmetrically arranged around a high center, one-
half to three-fourths open. However, it is to be noted that
good form for a rose is defined as being at its most
beautiful, most nearly perfect, stage of development.
Some roses have better form when slightly less than
one-half open and others are best when two-thirds or
three-fourths open. Exhibition varieties normally have
more petals and higher centers than decorative types.

HYBRID TEA ROSES

Hybrid tea roses should be gracefully shaped and
symmetrically arranged around a high center. Roses
should be at their most perfect state of beauty at the time
of judging, generally ¥2 or % open. Foliage should be
clean with no sign of disease or insect damage. Only
natural cleaning of foliage is permitted. All foliage above
waterline to remain on the main shoot. Thorns are to
remain except those below the water line of vases.
Hybrid tea roses are shown disbudded. Stem length
should be in proportion to size of bloom. Stem on stem
exhibits will not be judged.

FLORIBUNDA ROSES
Floribunda roses should have one cane showing two or
more leaves having five or seven leaflets on the cane
above which bud eyes produce growth and terminate in a
cluster or clusters of bloom. These roses must be
naturally grown and shown as 1 bloom disbudded or
spay not disbudded. Removal of dead central flower
does not constitute disbudding.

GRANDIFLORA ROSES
Grandiflora roses are exhibited as naturally grown single
flowers on a stem or as naturally grown flowers with
more than one bloom to a stem. Singe blooms judged by
same standards as hybrid tea roses.

Arrangement Styles
There are three types of arrangement styles: Traditional, ikebana, and
contemporary.

Elements of Arranging
There are five elements of floral design: Form, space, line, texture, and color.

An understanding of how they influepce

one of the best examples of symbolism. The floral components of ikebana
are irises, Fuji mums, or lilies. Foliage, branches, and grasses accentuate
the focal flowers, radiating upward and outward toward heaven. Natural
accessories include stones and wood. Most conventional ikebana designs
include just three of any one flower and the designs have a triangular
shape.

simpl i

Form refers to the shape of the design and describes the width, the height,
and the depth. The factors are part of the three-dimensional geometry of a
design, which can vary from straight lines to curves and circles and to
triangular shapes that include cones and pyramids.

Space is the void left between each flower, green, or branch and is as
necessary as the material themselves. Space is used to draw attention to
different elements and groupings within the arrangement. A space
arrangement places a lot of emphasis on space, while one that is very
crowded can actually diminish the visual effectiveness of the individual
elements.

Contemporary design defies description because every new design that
innovatively uses flowers can be included in the contemporary category.
Contemporary designs usually provide an element of surprise and use
material in an inventive way.

They vary in shapes and
also choices of materials including baskets, glass, ceramics, pottery, and

Texture refers to smoothness or complexity of the surface of design metals

material. The texture of the arranging material is as important as its shape
when determining what other flowers it is best combined with and how it
should be displayed. For example, an orchid is more appropriately displayed
in a crystal vase than is a basket. A wildflower is at home in a basket or
handmade container.

Two important factors in considering the container is to be certain that the

opening is wide enough to accommodate your design and to consider the
containero6s height in relation to the desi
be one-and-one-half times the height of the container.

Color is probably the most obvious and most important element of flower
arranging. Color will determine the success or failure of a design because it
is such a vivid element. The old decorating rule of thumb holds true for
flower designs - complementary colors, which are generally defined as cool
(blues and greens) and warm (reds and oranges) work best together.
However, there are many colors that fall in between and many other aspect
of color to consider.

The decorative appeal of the container should also be considered. Its
decoration should bear a color that will unify the design. Long stemmed roses
would not be placed in a squat container and a basket would not be appropriate
for an ikebana flower arrangement.

Mechanics

The general mechanics of a silk floral design should be neat and camouflaged.
Foam blocks, if used, should be secured within the container to avoid slipping
or tipping of the arrangement. The foam should be covered with moss, grass,
bark, or other natural components in order to disguise it. The size of the foam
block should not overpower the container in which it is located, or the design
itself. Avoid the need to continually rearrange your design or the foam will be
Balancei s achi eved when considering afg pfgl%j tw'gh hqje's ang W"la.n"tﬁ’ﬁ/ﬁm %81*)'% %a$e- YRur Er% instingt; ag if goncemns
must be complemented based on the height and characteristics of flowers. plracement is Musuallyo correct.

For example - darker flowers seem more weighty and are best placed at
the bottom and/or the central of an arrangement. Lighter flowers are good
choices for strong vertical elements that push upward and outward to
create a greater sense of height. Flowers, greens, branches, and other
materials should be appropriately placed in a container so that there is no
chance the design will topple.

Principles of Arranging
Principles are qualities that the arranger brings together which add the finishing

touches to the basic elements. The principles are: Balance, unity, scale,
accent, harmony, and rhythm.

,

All wire stems on flowers, fillers, and foliage, other than natural green, should
be wrapped securely with green tape for cover and flexibility. Any unusual
mechanics utilizes to create your design s
as not to be detected by the eye.

Unity is created when all aspects of the design are properly integrated.
Designs that use feverydayo fl owers such as cornfl
marigolds can be unified by addition of burlap ribbon, pods, and pinecones,
or a container such as a basket or simple bowl. Designs that include roses,
orchids or calla lilies call for simple, elegant glass containers and fancy
